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written account of a combat action that led to the award of a military 
decoration’.

Roll call! is smartly designed, well printed, includes a number of illustrations 
of what the records actually look like, and is a sensible size — neither too large 
nor too small but just right. And all this at a remarkably low price. Perhaps 
there is an argument for subject based archives.
